READ THIS ABOUT POWERPOINT PRESENTATIONS FROM ACTIVEPI

This folder contains a collection of power-point presentations developed from the ActivEpi CD text (DG Kleinbaum, Springer-Verlag Publishers 2002) and on special issues (developed by FJ Bove) deriving from topics covered in the ActivEpi CD. The presentations are contained in several folders, one for each of the 15 Lessons (i.e., chapters) of ActivEpi. (Note, however, that Lessons 1 and 2 are combined into one folder)

Within the folder for each Lesson, there are several pp presentations that correspond to individual activities within that Lesson. In most of these folders, there are also “condensed versions” that combine several (or all) activities within the same lesson. In several Lessons, there are also alternative versions of the “condensed” presentations (developed by ND Barker). In addition, most Lesson folders contain exercises cut and pasted from interactive exercises on the CD. (Note, however, that all interactive exercises on ActivEpi CD can be found in the ActivEpi Companion Text that can be purchased from the publisher).

This collection of power-point presentations is available at no cost to anyone interested in using them as lecture materials for a course on introductory or intermediate level epidemiology. You can use these presentations as is or you can modify them by adding, changing, or removing slides as you see fit. This collection also serves as a reference library in the preparation of lectures and/or seminars on any research topic that involves some component of epidemiologic research. Just cut and past whatever slide(s) from any Lesson folder into your presentation as you wish.

This collection of power-point presentations has file names whose first two identifiers denote the Lesson #  and next two digits denote the presentation # within the Lesson. For example, Lesson 10 (Confounding) contains 13 pp presentations, whose first five file names are 1001 CO EM 1 condensed,     1002 CO EM 2 condensed, 

1003 CO EM Exercises,     1004 CO paradox,    and     1005 CO concept.
